FROM DATE: 26.04.2025 (Saturday) TO 30.04.2025 (Wednesday)

Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, light to moderate rains occurred at isolated places over different parts of
the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 38°C to 44°C and 24°C to
30°C respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains or
thundershowers very likely to occur at isolated places over different parts of the state during next
five days at isolated places over Telangana. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely
to range between 38°C to 45°C and 24°C to 30°C respectively.

Warning:

Day 1: Heat wave and Warm night conditions very likely to prevail at isolated pockets in
Adilabad, Komaram Bheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal and Nizamabad districts of
Telangana.

Heat wave conditions very likely to prevail at isolated pockets in Jagtial, Rajanna
Sirsilla, Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri
Kothagudem, Khammam, Medak and Kamareddy districts of Telangana.

Warm night conditions very likely to prevail at isolated pockets in Yadadri
Bhuvanagiri, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri, Vikarabad and Sangareddy
districts of Telangana.

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely
to occur at isolated places in Siddipet, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri,
Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Medak, Kamareddy and Mahabubnagar districts of Telangana.

Day 2: Warm night conditions very likely to prevail at isolated pockets in Adilabad,

Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Nizamabad, Jagtial, Rajanna Sirsilla
and Karimnagar districts of Telangana.
Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely
to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal,
Nizamabad, Jagtial, Rajanna Sirsilla, Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally,
Mulugu, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanamkonda, Jangaon, Siddipet, Yadadri
Bhuvanagiri, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri, Vikarabad, Sangareddy,
Medak, Kamareddy and Mahabubnagar districts of Telangana.

Day 3: Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely
to occur at isolated places in Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri
Kothagudem, Khammam, Nalgonda, Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanamkonda,
Jangaon, Siddipet, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri,
Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Medak, Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar, Nagarkurnool,
Wanaparthy, Narayanpet, Jogulamba Gadwal districts of Telangana.

Day 4: Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely
to occur at isolated places in Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam, Vikarabad,
Sangareddy, Medak, Kamareddy and Mahabubnagar districts of Telangana.

Day 5: Nil

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e Farmers are advised to take up summer ploughing using summer showers. Due to ploughing
larvae and pupae exposed to sunlight and destroys the pest and also increases the water holding
capacity of the soil.

e Dig the pits for planting of Orchards and expose the pits to the sunlight it destroys the pest and



disease inoculums present in the soil.

e In view of the thunderstorms accompanied with lightening forecast, farmers are advised not to
stand under the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheeps to take shelter under trees.

e In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, move away from water bodies,
electric poles and wires.

e In view of light to moderate rainfall forecast, transport the harvested produce (Rice, Maize,
Bengalgram/Chickpea, Greengram, Blackgram, Jowar, Sunflower and Sesamum etc.,) to the safe
places or cover with tarpaulins.

¢ Inview of rainfall forecast temporarily postpone the sprayings of pesticides.

Post Hailstorm Management Strategies

e Collect the fallen mango fruits and transport to the market or process them into a value added
products. Otherwise diseases may spread due to rottening of the fallen fruits.

e Ifincidence of leaf spots on fruits is noticed in mango, spray Carbendazim @ 1 g per liter of water.

Crop Management (Summer Sesamum, Greengram, Blackgram)

e Inview of high temperature forecast, irrigate the crops based on the stage of the crop and soil type.

o Irrigate the crop at moisture sensitive stage if the available water is less.

Orchard Management

e Irrigate frequently under assured irrigation.

e In orchard of more than 6 years age, 150-240 litres water/day/tree is required under drip irrigation
with organic mulch should be preferred.

e Mulching helps in maintaining the soil moisture for long period. Mulch the soil with paddy straw
or locally available organic or inorganic material. Black polythene material would be essential to
prevent excess evaporation.

e Two foliar spays of Potassium nitrate 1% (13-0-45) may also be done at an interval of 15 days
during April-May.

Vegetable crop Management

e Irrigate the crop frequently to maintain the optimum soil moisture.

e Under drip irrigation, irrigate the vegetable crops during morning or evening hours based on the
soil type.

e Use shade net of 50% to reduce the intensity of solar radiation.

Summer Sesamum

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Capsule Borer in Sesamum. To
control spray, Profenophos @ 2 ml or Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml per liter of water

e The Prevailing weather conditions are favorable for Dry root rot in Sesamum. Soil drenching with
Carbendazim @ 1 g/l around the infected plants.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Phyllody in late sown Sesamum.
To control,

- Up root the affected plants.
- Spray Dimethoate @ 2ml or Imidachloprid @ 0.3 ml per liter of water to control Jassids.

Summer Greengram and Blackgram

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Maruca. If noticed, to control
spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml or Novaluron @ 0.75 ml along with Dichlorvos @ 1.0 ml per litre
of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Yellow Vein Mosaic Virus in
Greengram and Blackgram. If few plants affected then advised to up root the affected plants.

- Install 10 yellow sticky traps per acre.
- Initially advised to spray Neem oil @ 5ml per liter of water.



- To control further spread advised to spray Acetamiprid @ 0.2 g or Diafenthiuron @ 1.5 g per
litre of water to control the insect vector.

Brinjal

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of shoot and fruit borer. To control,
install 08-10 pheromone traps per acre followed by spraying of Neem Oil 10000 PPM @ 3 ml per
liter of water as prevent measure. Pinching of shoot tips is also advised. If incidence is more spray
Flubendiamide @ 0.25 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4 g.

Chillies

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Gemini virus in chillies. To control

- Advised to uproot the affected plants.

- Advised to remove the weeds in and around the fields.

- Arrange yellow sticky traps 8-10 per acre.

- Advised to spray Pyriproxyfen @ 1.5 ml or Pyriproxyfen + Fenpropathrin @ 1.0 ml per liter of
water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Dieback and Fruit Rot in Chillies.
To control spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g or Mancozeb @ 2.5g or Propiconazole @ 1 ml per
liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Thrips in Chillies. To control,
spray Acephate @ 1.5g or Fipronil @ 2 ml or Thiamethoxam @ 0.3g or Diafenthiuron @ 1 g per
liter of water.

Cucurbits

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Fruit Fly in Cucurbits. To
control, spray Malathion @ 2ml or Profenophos @ 2ml per liter of water.

Mango

e Stop the irrigation 15 days before harvesting of the fruits.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial or the incidence of Fruit Borer in Mango. To control,
spray Lambdacyhalothrin @ 1 ml + Neem Oil 1500ppm @ 2.5 ml per liter of water.

e Adopt following management practices to control fruit fly (frequently) in mango orchards at
fruit development stage to ripening stage.

- Maintain clean orchards.

- Collect and destroy the affected fruits.

- Spray 10000 PPM Neem based oil.

- Arrange 6 fruit fly traps per acre (Malathion 2 ml + Methyl Eugenol 2 ml per liter of water) 200
ml in each plastic container and nailed to the tree branches.

Poultry

e Protect the poultry birds by arranging fans and foggers in sheds, cover the sheds with paddy straw
and arrange sprinklers.

e Feed poultry birds with wet mash to increase the feed intake and provide cool water for drinking.

Cattle

e In view of high maximum temperature forecast, keep the Animals, Sheep and Goat under shade
and feed the animal with proper nutrition and water reduce the heat stress on animal.

e Feed the livestock with green fodder to increase the fat content in the milk during the high
maximum temperature.
