WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 21.05.2025 (Wednesday) TO 25.05.2025 (Sunday)




Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light to moderate rains occurred
at few places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged
between 34°C to 39°C and 23°C to 29°C respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains or
thundershowers very likely to occur at few places over different parts of the during next five days.
The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 32°C to 39°C and 23°C to
29°C respectively.

Weather based Agro Advisories

e Farmers are advised to procure and keep ready the seed, fertilizers and pesticides for timely sowing of
rainfed crops.

e Farmers are advised to take up summer ploughing using summer showers. Due to ploughing larvae
and pupae exposed to sunlight and destroys the pest and also increases the water holding capacity
of the soil.

e Dig the pits for planting of Orchards and expose the pits to the sunlight it destroys the pest and
disease inoculums present in the soil.

¢ Inview of the thunderstorms accompanied with lightening forecast, farmers are advised not to stand
under the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheeps to take shelter under trees.

e In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, move away from water bodies,
electric poles and wires.

e In view of light to moderate rainfall forecast, transport the harvested produce (Rice, Maize,
Bengalgram/Chickpea, Greengram, Blackgram, Jowar, Sunflower and Sesamum etc.,) to the safe
places or cover with tarpaulins.

¢ In view of rainfall forecast farmers are advised to harvest Mango and Vegetables and transport to
market.

¢ Inview of rainfall forecast temporarily postpone the sprayings of pesticides.

e Farmers are advised to go for in-situe green manure using anticipated rainfall forecast.
Post Hailstorm and Heavy Rainfall Management Strategies

e Collect the fallen mango fruits and transport to the market or process them into a value added products.
Otherwise diseases may spread due to rottening of the fallen fruits.

e Ifincidence of leaf spots on fruits is noticed in mango, spray Carbendazim @ 1 g per liter of water.
