Weather based Agro Advisories

Farmers are advised to procure and keep ready the seed, fertilizers and pesticides for

timely sowing of rainfed crops.

Farmers are advised to take up summer ploughing using summer showers. Due to
ploughing larvae and pupae exposed to sunlight and destroys the pest and also
increases the water holding capacity of the soil.

In view of the thunderstorms accompanied with lightening forecast, farmers are
advised not to stand under the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheeps to
take shelter under trees.

In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, move away from
water bodies, electric poles and wires.

In view of light to moderate rainfall forecast, transport the harvested produce (Rice,
Maize, Bengalgram/Chickpea, Greengram, Blackgram, Jowar, Sunflower and
Sesamum etc.,) to the safe places or cover with tarpaulins.

In view of rainfall forecast farmers are advised to harvest Mango and Vegetables
and transport to market.

In view of rainfall forecast temporarily postpone the sprayings of pesticides.

Farmers are advised to go for sowing of in-sifue green manure crops using rainfall

forecast.
