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Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, heavy rainfall occurred at isolated places and light to moderate rains
occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures
ranged between 31°C to 37°C and 22°C to 27°C respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains or
thundershowers very likely to occur at many places over different parts of the during next five
days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 29°C to 38°C and
23°C to 29°C respectively.

Weather based Agro Advisories

Southwest monsoon has entered some parts over Telangana state on 26" May, 2025.

Take-Up sowing of rainfed crops like Cotton, Soybean, Maize, Jowar, Redgram, Greengram, Cotton
etc., only after receiving cumulative rainfall of 50-60 mm in light soils and 60-75 mm in heavy soils
within a week or the soil should be wet up to top 15-20 cm after start of South-West monsoon rains in
the State.

Farmers are advised to procure and keep ready the seed, fertilizers and pesticides for timely sowing of
rainfed crops.

In view of the thunderstorms accompanied with lightening forecast, farmers are advised not to stand
under the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheeps to take shelter under trees.

In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, move away from water bodies,
electric poles and wires.

In view of light to moderate rainfall forecast, transport the harvested produce (Rice, Maize,
Bengalgram/Chickpea, Greengram, Blackgram, Jowar, Sunflower and Sesamum etc.,) to the safe
places or cover with tarpaulins.

In view of rainfall forecast farmers are advised to harvest Mango and Vegetables and transport to
market.

In view of rainfall forecast temporarily postpone the sprayings of pesticides.

In view of the recent rainfall rice growing farmers are advised to go for sowing of in-situe green manure
crops (Dhaincha, Sunhemp, Greengram, Pillipesara, Horsegram etc.,).
