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Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, light to moderate rains occurred at isolated places over different parts of
the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 30°C to 35°C and 22°C to
26°C respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains or
thundershowers very likely to occur at few places over different parts of the state during next two
days (i.e., from 1300 hrs of 09.09.2025 to 0830 hrs of 11.09.2025) and light to moderate rains or
thundershowers very likely to occur at many places over different parts of the state during later
three days (i.e., from 0830 hrs of 11.09.2025 to 0830 hrs of 14.09.2025). The maximum and
minimum temperatures are likely to range between 27°C to 34°C and 22°C to 26°C respectively.

Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri,
Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri, Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Medak,
Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar, Narayanpet districts of Telangana.

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and Gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely
to occur at isolated places in ALL districts of Telangana.

Weather based Agro Advisories
In view of heavy rainfall forecast at isolated places, farmers are advised to provide drainage channels
in the rainfed crop fields.

In view of heavy rainfall forecast, temporarily postpone the spraying of chemicals in the agricultural
fields.

In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, farmers are advised to move

away from water bodies, electric poles and wires and further advised not to stand under the

trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees.

Apply 25 kg Urea and 15 Kg MOP per Acre after draining out excess water to recover the ID

crops from excess moisture stress.

Farmers are advised to form dead furrows or conservation furrows after last Intercultivation

to conserve the moisture in the ID crops.

Rice

The crop is at tiller initiation to panicle initiation stage.

Farmers are advised to apply Nitrogen and Potassic fertilizers at maximum tillering stage and

at panicle initiation stage as top dressing by draining out the water temporarily from the field

and let the water 48 hours after application.

Keep the paddy field bunds clean, in order to avoid Stem Borer and Blast disease during the

crop season as the weeds act as alternate hosts.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of stem borer in rice. To control,

spray Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml or Tetraniliprole @ 0.5 ml per liter of water at booting

stage, those who are already applied Carbofuran 3G granules @ 10 kg per acre at Tiller

Initiation stage in endemic areas.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of BLB in rice. To control

» Advised not to apply nitrogen fertilizers temporarily and drain out the water from the fields
also.

* Advised to spray Plantomycin @ 0.2 g + Copper Oxy Chloride @ 3 g or Agrimycin 0.4g
+ Copper Oxy Chloride 3 g per liter of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Blast disease in rice. Monitor

the incidence of the disease and if noticed, spray Tricyclazole @ 0.6 g or Isoprothiolane @

1.5 ml or Kasugamycin @ 2.5 ml or Tricyclazole + Mancozeb @ 2.5g per litre of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Leaf Folder in Rice. To

control, spray Cartap Hydrochloride @ 2 g or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml or Flubendiamide

@ 0.1 ml per litre of water.



Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Sheath Rot inrice. To control,
spray Validamycin @ 2.5 ml or Hexaconazole @ 2 ml or Propiconazole @ 1 ml or
Tebuconazole + Trifloxystrobin 75 WG @ 0.4g per liter of water.

Cotton

The crop is at flowering opening to boll elongation to boll development stage.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Bacterial Leaf Spot in cotton.

To control spray, Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3g + Plantomycin @ 0.1g per liter of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Spodoptera in cotton. To

control,

» Manually collect and destroy egg masses and newly emerged larvae

= Initial stage advised to spray 5% NSKE

= Advised to spray Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.5g or Flubendiamide @ 0.3 ml per liter of
water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Jassids and Thrips in cotton.

If incidence is very low advised to go for spraying of Neem oil 1500ppm @ 5 ml. If incidence

1s severe spray Fipronil @ 2 ml or Acetamiprid @ 0.2 g or Flonicamid @ 0.3g or Sulfoxaflor

@ 0.75ml per liter along with Neem Oil 1500 ppm @ 5 ml per liter of water.

Maize

The crop is at knee high stage to tasseling and cob development stage.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Fall Army Worm in Maize.
To control,
- Spray Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.4 ml or Spinotorum @ 0.5 ml per liter of water inside the
whorls.
- Farmers are advised to apply mixture of Sunnam (Calcium) + Sand (1:9 ratio) in the
whorls of maize plant at knee high stage to control the Fall Army Worm.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Aphids in Maize. To control
- Install yellow sticky traps 10 per acre.
- Spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml or Acephate @ 1g or Flonicamid @ 0.35g per liter of water.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Stalk Rot in Maize. To control
soil drench with Carbendazim @ 1 g or Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water.

Redgram

The crop is at branching stage.

Prevailing excess moisture/water logged conditions are congenial for occurrence of
Phytophthora Wilt in Redgram. To overcome drain out excess water from the fields. If
incidence is noticed, after cessation of rains, soil drench with Metalaxyl @ 2g per liter of
water.

Soybean

The crop is at flowering to pod elongation and pod development stage.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Anthracnose Leaf Spot and
Pod Blight in Soybean. To control, spray Propiconazole @ 1.0 ml or Tebuconazole + Sulphur
@, 2.5g or Pyraclostrobin + Epoxyconazole @ 1.5 g per liter of water.



Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Stem Rot in Soybean. To
control soil drench with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g or Carbendazim @ 1 g per litre of water.

Groundnut

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Tikka Leafspot in groundnut.
To control, spray Tebuconazole @ 1.0 ml or Chlorothalonil @ 2.0 g per liter of water.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Stem Rot in groundnut. To
control, spray Hexaconazole @ 2 ml per liter of water.
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Helicoverpa in groundnut.
To control,

- Arrange 4-5 pheromone traps per acre to monitor the pest

- Spray 5 % NSKE to kill the eggs and early instar larvae

- At initial stages advised to spray Acephate @ 1.5 g or Quinalphos @ 2 ml per liter of

water.

Vegetables

Heavy rains are congenial for the occurrence of damping off in nurseries of Tomato, Brinjal,
Chilli and Mari Gold. To control, after cessation of rains, drench the soil with Copper-Oxy-
Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water.
Incidence of Shoot and Fruit Borer is noticed in Brinjal. To control,
- Clip the infested shoots and destroy
- Spray Profenophos @ 2 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4g per liter of water
Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Thrips in chillies. To control,
- Install sticky traps of Yellow, Blue and Red 8-10 per acre
- Spray Thiacloprid @ 2ml or Chlorfenapyr @ 2ml or Tolfenpyrad @ 2.5 ml or
Diafenthiuron (Pegasus) @ 1.2 g along with Neem Oil 1500 PPM @ 5ml per liter of
water.

Livestock

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of
- Ranikhet, IBD and Fowl Pox disease in poultry, ET and PPR in Sheep
- Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes. To prevent the
diseases, vaccinate the animals
- Deworming in Sheep
