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Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, Heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light to moderate rains
occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum
temperatures ranged between 27°C to 34°C and 21°C to 25°C respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains
or thundershowers very likely to occur at many places over different parts of the state during
next three days (i.e., from 1300 hrs of 16.09.2025 to 0830 hrs of 19.09.2025) and light to
moderate rains or thundershowers very likely to occur at few places over different parts of the
state during later two days (i.e., from 0830 hrs of 19.09.2025 to 0830 hrs of 21.09.2025). The
maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 27°C to 32°C and 20°C to
25°C respectively.

Warning:

Day 1: Heavy Rainfall very likely to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Nirmal,
Nizamabad, Jagtial, Sangareddy, Medak, Kamareddy districts of Telangana.

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and Gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places in ALL districts of Telangana.

Day 2: Heavy Rainfall very likely to occur at isolated places in Vikarabad, Sangareddy,
Medak, Kamareddy districts of Telangana.

Day 3: Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and Gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places in ALL districts of Telangana.

Day 4: Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and Gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places in ALL districts of Telangana.

Day 5: Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and Gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places in ALL districts of Telangana.

Weather based Agro Advisories
e Drain out excess water from the field immediately wherever heavy rainfall received.

e In view of heavy rainfall forecast for next two days, farmers are advised to provide drainage
channels.

e Inview of heavy rainfall forecast for next two days, temporarily postpone the spraying of chemicals
in the agricultural fields.

e In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, farmers are advised to move
away from water bodies, electric poles and wires and further advised not to stand under the trees
and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees.

e Farmers are advised to keep the sand bags to prevent the breaching of the tank bunds.



Avoid walking or driving through flooded roads.

Farmers are advised to no to cross the Roads/Culvert/Bridges etc., across the flowing water along
with the vehicles.

Stay away from electric poles and fallen wires.

Do not drink contaminated water that may cause diseases. If possible, volunteer or support local
relief efforts.
