Weather based Agro Advisories

In view of heavy rainfall forecast for next five days, Farmers are advised to harvest the matured crops
and transport the same to the safe places.

Postpone the transportation of the harvested produce to the market.

Cover the agriculture produce with tarpaulins in the markets.

In view of heavy to very heavy rainfall forecast, farmers are advised to provide drainage channels.

In view of heavy rainfall forecast, temporarily postpone the spraying of chemicals in the agricultural
fields.

Drain out excess water from the field immediately wherever heavy rainfall received.

In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, farmers are advised to move away
from water bodies, electric poles and wires and further advised not to stand under the trees and don’t
allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees.

Farmers are advised to keep the sand bags to prevent the breaching of the tank bunds.

Avoid walking or driving through flooded roads.

Farmers are advised to no to cross the Roads/Culvert/Bridges etc., across the flowing water along with
the vehicles.

Stay away from electric poles and fallen wires.

Do not drink contaminated water that may cause diseases.

If possible, volunteer or support local relief efforts.
