It offers significant opportunity to access
vast resources, enhance the visibility and impact of research through the ONOS. It is informed that,
Article Processing Charges (APC) is one of the key aspects of ONOS, supporting faculty and
researchers affiliated with ONOS member institutions to publish research articles in high-impact
Open Access Journals. The APC for selected research articles will be borne by the ONOS i.e.
Ministry of Education, Government of India for thee (3) years (2025 to 2027).

It is context, all faculty members and scientists of PITAU are encouraged to take advantage
of this valuable opportunity to publish articles with financial support from ONOS towards Article
Processing Charges (APC). Additionally, publishing in Open Access Journals allows for broader

visibility, reaching global audience that includes policymakers, practitioners, and fellow researchers.

In view of the above, all the faculty and scientists are requested to write impactful research
articles in agriculture and allied disciplines and submit manuscripts to eligible journals included in
ONOS agreement (Refer to the ONOS APC Guidelines and list of journals enclosed).

1. Submit the research article to any recognised journal under ONOS for APC support.

2. After peer review and other processes, the publisher will communicate acceptance of the
articles to the journal.
3. Then, submit a request to the University for APC approval under ONOS.

4. After the University approval, create an account in ONOS-APC, enter the mandatory details,
and submit the APC application along with the article acceptance proof.
5. The status of the APC can be track on the ONOS Portal.
